We Have Archived Bulletins

     We moved our son, Josh, up to college at the 
University of Michigan last week.  Lisa and I keep 
wondering how we could possibly be old enough to be 
the parents of a college freshman!  Not that I’m 
complaining. I know that we’re blessed with healthy 
children capable of matriculating to the good ‘ole U of M 
and that it’s with G-d’s sustenance that we’re able to 

reach this milestone.  I’m just not sure when we got here!  It seems like 
only yesterday that “we” (families including the Sperlings, Shepherds, 
Goldsteins, Fines, Starrs, Brickners, Betmans, Kirshenbaums, etc.) 
were the “young chavurah” group. But suddenly we’re aged out of that 
designation. Now it’s the Whelans, Cohens, Shermans, Kohls, etc… 
that make up the active young family group.  When, exactly, did that 
happen? 
      This milestone for Josh has caused me to do a lot of reflection on 
his upbringing. I vividly remember Lisa and me going Shul shopping 
when Josh was getting ready to start kindergarten. We visited each of 
the area’s conservative Shuls for Shabbat services and, of course, 
selected B’nai Moshe as our religious home. I also remember, around 
that same time, strongly considering sending Josh to Hillel Day School.  
Lisa and I were in total agreement that we wanted Josh to have a 
strong Jewish upbringing and we were evaluating all our options to 
provide him with one.  After many considerations, however, we 
decided that the Day School education wasn’t the right fit for us and 
selected instead a combination of public schools and a strong Jewish 
home. 
    Based on this decision, we turned our home into a kosher home for 
the first time. We also started having regular Shabbat dinners with our 
friends and our families. And, we both became active in B’nai Moshe 
(and look where that got me!) We did all this because we wanted both 
Josh and Jenna to know what it meant to be Jewish — that being 
Jewish wasn’t just a situation of birth, but was also an obligation — 
even an honor.  We wanted to bring our children up proud of their 
Jewish heritage so that once they leave the comfortable confines of 
our home and community they would want to maintain their strong 
Jewish identity throughout their lives.  Once they leave the nest, it’s up 
to them. 
     Now… suddenly… that time is here for Josh.  I don’t hold any 
illusions that Josh doesn’t enjoy the occasional cheeseburger, or that 
he attends Hillel for Shabbat dinner every Friday night, or even that he 
won’t take a nice non-Jewish Michigan girl out on a date.  It’s mostly 
up to him now.  He’ll still be home for holiday dinners and (this year at 
least) we’ll still all be able to light the Chanukah candles together.  But, 
most of Lisa’s and my work is done.  We’ve brought him up as best we 
can. 
     So… for all you young chavurah families reading this (or even for 
you grandparents with young grandchildren in the family)… no 
pressure!  Seriously, take advantage of these impressionable years!  
Make Shabbat dinner a regular family event.  Go to Shul on Shabbat 
mornings and on the holidays.  Celebrate Purim, Simchat Torah and 
Chanukah.  Make sure your children know what it means to be Jewish!  
Do it now…don’t wait.  Before you know it, your oldest child will be an 
entering college freshman making their own decisions and you’ll be 
asking yourself… when did this happen?

Thoughts From Our President

          Allow me to quickly explain why I have 
begun my column in such an unusual way.  One 
of my favorite hobbies is Cryptic Crossword 
Puzzles.  These are not to be confused with 

Cryptograms, in which a letter substitution code needs to be discovered 
(e.g. BYCRILRQEPYC V'CQP XYODL = Congregation B'nai Moshe).  
They are also different from ordinary crosswords although the object is 
the same--to answer  "across" and "down" clues and fill in the squares. 
     Cryptic Crosswords are initially more difficult than ordinary  
 crosswords, but ultimately far easier.  The key is to read the clue  
 correctly.  Cryptics rarely require the solver to possess a  
vocabulary worthy of an 800 Verbal score on the SAT.  All that is  
needed is the ability to follow directions very carefully.  In fact, the 
typical cryptic clue describes the answer in two different ways. The 
number in parentheses is the number of letters in the answer. After 
solving what appeared to be a complicated clue, I often look back and 
realize how easy the task was to begin with.  All I needed to do was 
look at it correctly. 
       So much of Judaism is like Cryptic Crossword Puzzles.  The  
 problems seem complex--How to lead a Jewish life in a demanding  
secular world?  How best to educate ourselves and our children in the  
Jewish tradition?  How to bring meaning into our lives?  How to find  
 marriage partners and friends who share our values?  How to "turn on"  
the unaffiliated or uninvolved Jews? 
     Many of us, professionals and lay leaders, spend countless hours  
brainstorming ideas to solve the endless problems we face.  I think  
we are missing the point.  Those individuals and families committed to a 
Jewish lifestyle already understand what that requires: lifelong  
practice and study of Judaism.  It's that simple. 
      Recently a young couple spoke to me about their search for  
greater spirituality within Judaism.  I suggested that they begin  
observing the Friday Night Shabbat rituals.  They responded, "Oh  
Rabbi, we're not interested in doing more things."  Sometimes I just  
don't get it. 
      There are no gimmicks to make Judaism more exciting or attractive.  
What the synagogue can do is teach "how to" and provide  
a community of like minded individuals and families.  But only you  
can decide if you're interested in putting Judaism at the forefront  
of your life.  Few who have done so and regretted their decision.

A Word From Our Rabbi

There is More Than One 
Way to Shake a Lulav 
This year (2011), Sukkot, also called Z’man 
Simchateinu, (the time of our gladness), starts at 
sundown, Wednesday, October 12th, and lasts for 
seven days. Sukkot is immediately followed by two 
separate Yamim Tovim (Festivals), Shemini Atzeret 
(the Eighth Day of Assembly) on Thursday, October 

20th, and Simchat Torah on Friday, October 21st, but many commonly 
think of them as both being part of Sukkot.  
     In Eretz Yisroel, the Yom Tov of Sukkot lasts for seven days followed 
by one separate Yom Tov - Shemini Atzeret. Simhat Torah is celebrated 
as a hybrid holiday with Shemini Atzeret on the same day. 
    The Torah commands us to "take for yourselves on the first day (of the 
Sukkot Yom Tov),.... The Four Species." (Except when Sukkot Falls on 
Shabbat).  
The Arba Minim (Four Species) are the:  

Etrog (citron), 

Lulav (a date palm branch), 

Three Hadassim (myrtle twigs), and 

Two Aravot (willow twigs). 
     We are commanded to take these four plants and use them to "rejoice 
before God." The three branches are bound together and referred to 
collectively as the Lulav. This ritual is called Na’anuim. 
     The Etrog (Citron) is held in the left and the Lulav (Palm) in the right 
hand. With these four species in hand, one recites a Bracha (blessing) and 
waves the species in all six directions symbolizing the fact that God is 
everywhere. There are many traditions as to how to wave the Lulav and 
Etrog. We follow the practice of waving the Lulav and Etrog according to 
the Tur; 1) Front / East, 2) Left / North, 3) Right / South, 4) Back / West 
than 5) Up and 6) Down. We wave during the Hodu prayer and Ana 
Hashem. 
    The four species are also held during the Hallel service, a special 
collection of prayers in the morning Yom Tov services. We follow the 
Ashkenazic custom according to the Rema. The Hazzan waves during the 
first two verses of Hodu.  
To each of the 4 verses the congregation responds with the Refrain: 
 “1) Hodu* LaShem 2) Ki 3) Tov 4) Ki 5) L’olam 6) Chasdo.”  
     Waving the Lulav and Etrog three times in each direction as noted by 
the numbers.  * We do not wave during the recitation of God’s name. 
We also perform the Na’anuim during the prayer Ana Hashem by waving 
either two directions per word or 1 direction for each syllable: 
     1)A  2) na *Hashem  3) Ho  4) shi  5) A  6) Na (repeat) 

      We do not wave during the second verse “Ana Hashem Hatzlicha Na.” 
and than once again when we recite the Hodu verse near the conclusion of 
Hallel. 
    The Lulav and Etrog are also held during the Hoshanot, the procession 
around the Amud  (the Table from where the Torah is read) each day, 
except Shabbat, during the Yom Tov. 
    These Hoshanot processions were made around the Mizbayach (Altar) 
of the Beit Hamikdash (Temple) in Yerushalayim. The processions are 
called Hoshanot, because while the procession is made, we recite a prayer 
with the refrain, "Hosha Na!" (please help us!). On the seventh day of 
Sukkot, seven circuits are made. For this reason, the seventh day of 
Sukkot is known as Hoshanah Rabba (the great Hoshana).

In the waning days of the Ottoman Empire, a young O rthodox Jewish woman in the holy city of 
Jerusalem is expected to marry and produce many sons t o help hasten the Messiah's arrival. While 
the feisty Esther Kaminsky understands her obligatio ns, her artistic talent inspires her to secretly 
explore worlds outside her religion.   As her life u nfolds these two conflicting passions struggle 
within her forcing her to confront the most difficu lt question of all: To whom must she be true, God 
or herself?
